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From discussions with school staff and with Young Person:-

•  Needs taxi transport

•  Will require training for independent travel (eg could learn to use buses)

•  Needs a personal tutor to reassure and encourage

•  Needs support with specialist and subject specific language

•  Needs a small group environment

•  Requires support to access all areas of the curriculum, because of literacy level 

•  Needs to consolidate basic skills in literacy

•  Careers advice and guidance

•  Support to develop employability skills

•  Opportunities to gain work experience

Regular reviews of progress and support
